KJV Spelling Original Word Meaning

LORD YHWH (Jehovah/Yahweh) God's covenant name
Lord Adonai / Kyrios (Greek) , Sovereign
Lord GOD Adonai YHWH Master Jehovah

GOD (all caps) YHWH (in certain combinations) God's covenant name
lord Human title Human master, ruler, sir
JEHOVAH-JIREH = “THE LORD WILL ”

It could also be said, “The LORD Who provides.”

V. 8 = Abraham said God would provide a “Lamb”

God provided for Abraham and Isaac immediately, but it pictured a provision coming later: The Lamb of
God Who would come to be our on the cross and take away the sins of the world.
Abraham spared his son by offering the ram as a sacrifice. God spared not His Son, but offered Him as the
sacrificial Lamb. (Romans 8:32)

OT sacrifices only covered the sin; they did not the sin. It was only when Christ died once for
all that sin was paid for and could be cleansed.
The point being made to Abraham and Isaac was that you can God no matter the circumstances.

He is the God Who provides.

WHAT HAS GOD PROVIDED?
1. A FOR OUR SINS.
a. God has made a way for our sins to be paid for that does not require us to pay for them.

b. John 1:29, “The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold the Lamb of God,
which taketh away the sin of the world.”

a. Not only can our sins be paid for, but we can also be saved from Hell and go to Heaven.
b. Ephesians 2:8-9, “For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of
God: Not of works, lest any man should boast.”
c. We cannot earn salvation. It is a gift that God provided for us.
d. Romans 6:23, “For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ
our Lord.”
3. TO PRAYER.
a. Matthew 7:11, “If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children, how much
more shall your Father which is in heaven give good things to them that ask Him?”
b. God may not answer every prayer the way we want Him to, but He does answer us.
4. A WAY OF

a. 1 Corinthians 10:13, “There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God
is faithful, Who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the
temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.”

b. We do not always choose to take the escape route, but God did provide it.



OUR

Luke 12:22-31 = Jesus tells us not to worry about food, clothing, material needs, or the future.

b. If God can feed the birds and clothe the flowers, He will take care of us.

c. Luke 12:32, “Fear not, little flock; for it is your Father’s good pleasure to give you the kingdom.”

d. If God is giving us an eternal inheritance, He is certainly going to provide for our immediate needs.
